I thought I’d make my granola this morning while I was making breakfast and trying to get motivated to write this
article. Almost burnt it, but since I’m the only one that eats it, I guess I will make do with it. It’s not really burnt, but it
did get darker that I wanted.  Several have asked me for the recipe so here it is:

Easy Granola
Heat oven to 300%  and toast together the following:

3 cups of oatmeal
1 cup shredded coconut
1 cup raw almonds
½ cup sesame seed

Mix together the following and heat just until smooth and sugar is no longer grainy:
½ cup of honey (I used sugar free from Honey-tree Honey)
½ cup brown sugar
½ cup of canola, olive or coconut oil (I used coconut oil)
2 teaspoons cinnamon
1 teaspoon of vanilla

Pour over oatmeal mixture and stir to coat evenly and spread out in large cookie sheet and bake about 40
min. stirring occasionally.  Spread out on paper to cool. After it’s cooled, store in an air-tight container. I like
to add flax seed, pumpkin seed, shelled sunflower seeds, walnuts, craisins, and fiber 1 cereal. 

In spite of the heat and triple digits in August, I think we still had a pretty active month.  I have been battling a
summer cold that turned into an upper respiratory and sinus infection. I had some really bad headaches that I
thought at first was just heat related. With this heat it is so easy to blame everything on getting too hot.
Temperatures like we’ve been having do just kind of zap the energy and motivation right out of you that’s for sure.

Buddy made a flying trip to Tyler to meet up
with Pat for a project they were working on. He dropped me off at my moms’ house in Alto so I could visit with her
while he did his thing.

A Word from our ACD

Charles:  The other night I was clicking thru the TV channels and came upon a program about entrepreneurs
who have made their millions by selling cookies, dolls and decorative sandals.  The more I watched the more
sad I became and maybe a tear or two formed in my eyes as I thought back on “HOW I LOST MY FIRST
MILLION”.

I was going to school at Texas Tech studying to be a teacher, when a friend of my brothers (three years older)
called to see if I wanted to go to work in a plant.  At that time, the starting wage for a first year teacher was
about $6000.00 a year.  He said I could bring home over $20,000 with all the overtime.  It seemed at this plant
there had been two deaths and one suicide, so the powers that be decided to put on ten new hands in a two
month period.  They now have ten new worms (insignificant or contemptible persons), all jockeying for a
position.  About the third week there another worm and I were told to go open the drain on a hot oil reclaimer.
This vessel stands about four foot off the ground and is about the size of a medium commercial barbeque pit.
Its purpose is to take a slip stream of oil, super heat it and flash it off leaving the crud in the bottom to be
drained off.

If this is not done on a regular basis, the two inch drain pipe will get stopped up and our job was to get it un-
stopped.  We were told the vessel was blocked in and ready for us to work on it.  After about two hours with a
piece of wire and a water hose, we felt the pipe was unstopped and the valve was all the way open.  We had
washed the area down trying to get the black soot washed down the drain, which was about 18” below the 2”
pipe and valve.  A supervisor walked up about that time and we reported drain open.  He then opened an
automatic valve letting the hot oil into the vessel, out the bottom valve and hitting a nice pool of cool water.
Now, I know how the people of Pompeii felt when the Vesuvius Volcano erupted.  I had just enough time to
turn to my left when the oil hit me. It hit my right side, ear, neck, shoulder and back.  After a forty mile ride to
the local hospital, I was put on my stomach with bag ice on my back to reduce the heat.  The first couple of
days visitors came, plant manager, supervisor and suits out of Tulsa discussing the accident and the words
human error kept coming up.

This time I was not the human error.  After about a week on my stomach and daily cutting away of dead tissue,
I realized I could not move my right arm away from my body without hundreds of little sharp pains on the inside
and around my arm pit.  At this point I felt I was scarred for life.  On about the tenth day the doctor said I should
try and get in the shower, they put a sterile mitten on my left hand, gave me a sterile brush and ask me to
gently wash the burn with a special soap.  The more I washed, the more the water ran across my shoulders
and down my back the more I could raise my right arm. It reminded me of a scene in “The Big Chill” when
Glenn Close sat naked in a shower crying because of a lost love.  The body juices from the burn had ran down
into the hairs in my arm pit and congealed and there I stood both arms over my head as I watched my million
dollars go down the drain.

Margie: Every time I hear this story I realize just what an “awesome guy” Charles is and how very fortunate I
am to have found him.  So, now on to what we have been up in the month of August.  Attended a Scentsy
Stampede in Ft. Worth the first week of August and the best part of that was all the motivational speakers they
had.  I did discover Charles was a square and I was a circle, very interesting information.  He was there with
me and I really do not think he agreed on the concept.  Then it was on to family reunions, very nice, always
great to gather with family for great fellowship.  The only riding we have done we did attend Chapter I-Marshall
Convention which was held on August 20th.  We had won there COY Basket at Killeen, with an invite to attend
their convention/rally.  Nice day, choice of foods, great fellowship and actually met a few folks I had heard
about.  Lesson learned from this trip was hydrate, hydrate and hydrate.
