Rider Education  
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As I prepare Octoberõs newsletter, at IAH ð Bush International Airport, in Hous-

ton, I am plagued with something I remember reading about in biology, but 

have had limited exposure during the spring and summer of 2011, in Central Texas; that liquid pre-

cipitation called òRAIN.ó 

 

No, Maria would not allow me to go outside and play.  She stated, as the DE of Texas, I had an image 

to uphold and playing in the rain, by the parked planes, was not in my best interest as it related to 

safety.  Her wisdom and wit is profound.  

 

I mentioned in last monthõs article of a couple that would be assisting the Texas Districtõs RE pro-

gram, with additional details to follow.  As of this writing I am still not prepared to provide names, but 

will share the following information.  

 

This coupleõs primary focus is as follows: 

1. To ensure all chapters are entering the necessary monthly information through the òBack Of-

fice,ó which supports RE duties at the chapter level. 

2. To work with those chapters that currently do not have an educator, in hopes of aiding the 

chapter in filling this position.  

3. To process the Districtõs quarterly RE reports and forward to the Regional Educator. 

4. To work with the Texas districtõs CEs, if assistance is required in having the monthly reports 

process through the òBack Office.ó 

5. To work with the District Educator and Assistant District Educators at the District Convention 

and Mid -Winter Round -up, plus assist in preparation for both events.  

6. This role will also be a stepping stone for moving to the next level as ADE, within the Texas 

District.  

 

Also mentioned last month was Nationalõs new RE data base, thanks to our Regional Educator, John 

Bourg.  Be sure all CEs are reviewing each memberõs details and forwarding any changes, with the 

proper back -up to Karen Frazier, Texas Districtõs ADE.  The e-mail address is listed on the districtõs 

website.  

 

I had forward detailed information for re -certification of all Presenters and Rider Coach Instructors, 

certified by GWRRA to teach the Tike Riders Course, Trailering Course, and Road Captain Course, 

and who choose to continue teaching in the state of Texas.  As of this writing there cannot be a TRC, 

TC, or RCC taught in the state of Texas, until the state signs and returns the FY 12 -13 certification con-

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tract.  Once this has been received, all the necessary parties will be con-

tacted with a status update provided.  Additionally, each Presenter and RCI 

must have received his or her recertification certificate, which would be 

valid through 08 -31-2012. 

 

I apologize, in advance, for any inconvenience this may have caused or potentially could cause.  All 

the necessary documentation has been submitted; just waiting for the official signatures from the 

stateõs Deputy Assistant Director, ETRB. 

 

The following information was secured from Texas Motorcycle Roadriders Association, and is worth 

sharing with all chapter members; that being the 10 -things all car and truck drivers should know 

about motorcycles.  This is also good information, as a level of preventive maintenance for motorcy-

cle riders; letting each of us know, what the statistics have confirmed to be the challenges with mo-

torcycles, as seen in the eyes of 4 -wheeled vehicle owners.  

 

1. There are a lot more cars and trucks, than motorcycles on the road, and some drivers do not 

òrecognizeó a motorcycle; they ignore it (usually unintentionally).  Look for motorcycles, es-

pecially when checking traffic at an intersection.  

2. Because of its small size, a motorcycle may look farther away than it is.  It may also be diffi-

cult to judge a motorcycleõs speed.  When checking traffic to turn at an intersection or into 

(or out of) a driveway, predict a motorcycle is closer than it looks.  

3. Because of its small size, a motorcycle can be easily hidden in a carõs blind spots (door/roof 

pillars) or masked by objects or backgrounds outside a car (bushes, fences, bridges, etc).  

Take an extra moment to thoroughly check traffic, whether youõre changing lanes or turning 

at intersections.  

4. Because of its small size motorcycle may seem to be moving faster than it really is.  Donõt as-

sume all motorcyclists are speed demons.  

5. Motorcyclists often slow by downshifting or merely rolling off the throttle, thus not activating 

the brake light.  Allow more following distance, say 3 or 4 seconds.  At intersections, predict 

a motorcyclist may slow down without visual warning.  

6. Turn signals on a motorcycle usually are not self -canceling, thus some riders, (especially be-

ginners) sometimes forget to turn them off after a turn or lane change.  Make sure a motorcy-

cleõs signal is for real. 

7. Motorcyclists often adjust position within a lane to be seen more easily and to minimize the 

effects of road debris, passing vehicles, and wind.  Understand that motorcyclists adjust lane 

position for a purpose, not to be reckless or show off or to allow you to share the lane with 

them. 

8. Maneuverability is one of a motorcycleõs better characteristics, especially at slower speeds

and with good road conditions, but do not expect a motorcyclist to al-

ways be able to dodge out of the way.  

9. Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the same as for cars, but 

slippery pavement makes stopping quickly difficult.  Allow more following distance behind 

a motorcycle because it canõt always stop òon a dime.ó 

10. When a motorcycle is in motion, do not think of it as motorcycle; think of it as a person.  

 

As I bring this monthõs letter to a close, one is left with two pending areas of consideration for Texas 

CDs and Texas Educators; that being Texas òEducator of the Yearó and Texas Chapter Educa-

torõs òArticle of the Year.ó 

Information will be forthcoming in both areas, providing detailed guidelines needing to be consid-

ered, but preparation is the first step to completion.  Therefore CDséstart thinking about your CE 

and what makes them special; CEs, start reviewing your articles and narrowing down the one you 

believes best represents rider education.  

 

Again, detailed information will be forthcoming with criteria to be considered for both awards, 

guidelines structured for consistency in determining award winners, and deadlines for submitting 

information.

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Five Myths  

 

Myths arise when we lack understanding.  They cause leaders to operate under 

misconceptions and biased perspectives.  Itõs possible that some myths have invaded your 

thoughts about conflict.  So letõs explore five common myths about conflict. 

 

Myth #1:  The presence of conflict is the sign of a poor leader.  This myth plays on both low 

self-esteem and insecurity, and pulls a leader into a fear cycle of worry and scurry.  Keep this in 

mind; you will be judged by what you do with conflict, not the presence of it!  
 

Myth #2:  Conflict is a sign of low concern for the organization.   This implies that people ex-

pend enormous amounts of time and energy on the things that are of little consequence.  People 

tend to defend and protect areas where deep concern exist, so conflict indicates genuine concern.  

Conflict can serve as a tool for identifying underlying values.  

 

Myth #3:  Anger is negative and destructive.   This myth ignores anger as an emotion, neither 

positive nor negative.  The energy needed to move in a positive direction comes from those who 

care enough to get involved.  Anger is only one letter away from danger, but it also can lead to 

satisfaction when dealt with appropriately.  
 

Myth #4:  Conflict, if left alone, will take care of itself.  This is only a half -truth.  You can avoid 

conflict ð it is a valid coping strategy, but not the only strategy.  The intensity of conflicts vary.  Left 

unchecked, conflict can escalate as wall as dissipate.  

 

Myth #5:  Conflict must be resolved.  This myth stifles creativity, causing a leader to become 

solution -oriented.  Some conflict can be managed by endurance, while other conflicts require mul-

tiple solutions.  Remember; quick movement toward resolution can also limit success.  Failure to 

see the big picture while coping with a particular problem, even a major one, can become a major 

pitfall.  

 

In summary the goal is to explore the territory known as conflict, name it, and weaken the control 

of exaggerated emotions (myths) that surround it.  

 

It's what you learn after you know it all that counts.

Landa Park and Comal Springs  
 

Landa Park, in New Braunfels, offers picnic facilities 

under the shade of giant, ancient oak trees.  Walk 

the parks special trails, or ride a miniature train that 

chugs around the 51 acre park.  An excursion on a 

paddle boat is one of the best ways to see the Co-

mal Springs and Landa Lake.  Take in a round of 

miniature golf, relax at the playground or enjoy the 

flora and fauna on the Panther Canyon Nature Trail.  

 

 

 

The Comal Springs are the largest in 

Texas and the southwest.   Seven major 

springs and dozens of smaller ones occur 

over a distance of about 4,300 feet at the 

base of a steep limestone bluff in Landa 

Park.  In Spanish, comal is a flat griddle 

used for cooking tortillas,, so the name 

probably refers to the flat area below the 

bluff where the springs issue forth.  The 

largest and most easily visited is the one 

pictures, just west of Landa Park drive.  
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View of Comal Springs in Landa Park.  

Most of Landa Lake is off-limits for swimming and wad-

ing because endangered species are present.  Wading 

is allowed in this spring -fed channel that feeds the 

swimming hole in Landa Park.  

For $3 per person, you get 30 minutes of paddle boat 

time.  Itõs a great way to see the Lake and also get some 

exercise!  

Taking a ride on the miniature train is a good way to get  

a feel for the layout of the Park.  

Legend has it this is the Founderõs Oak, where foun-

ders of New Braunfels held their first council meeting 

in 1845.
